FOREWORD

Papers presented at the International Congresses of Balticists were
usually published as supplements to Baltistica, seven Congress Proceedings
being published from 1972 to 2012. After the 12" International Congress
of Balticists (Vilnius University, 28-31 October 2015), in which about 250
scholars from different countries presented and discussed their papers, the
Organizing Committee of the Congress had to admit that it was impossible
to publish the articles of such a big event as a supplement to Baltistica. Upon
consultation with external experts the Editorial Team of Baltistica decided
to peer review and publish the articles from the Plenary Session and from
the Workshops Baltic from an Indo-European Perspective and Balto-Slavic
Accentology (IWoBA 11), as well as articles from other Workshops submitted
to the journal by individual authors. Publication of the remaining papers
presented at the Congress was left in the care of the Workshop organizers.

The two fascicles of this volume of Baltistica include the articles from
the 12 Congress, other articles, book reviews, information notes and in
memoriam to recently deceased Balticists.
